work and budget have been approved by the Assembly.
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BE IT ENACTED:

Section 1. Classification. This is a non-code
ordinance.
Section 2. Acceptance and Appropriation source. The

Assembly hereby approves an appropriation in the amount of
$30,000 from the Alaska State Department of Health and Social
Services grant program, to fund 425, project no. 45284, for
emergency response materials, planning, training, and exercise,
as well as personnel costs for coordinating the support of the
Emergency Operations Plan.

Section 3. Effective date. This ordinance shall take

effect upon adoption.
