WHEREAS, the Borough has been notified that the Butte Fire
Service Area has been awarded a grant in the amount of $9,000 from

BE IT ENACTED:

Section 1. Classification. This is a non-code ordinance.

Section 2. Grant acceptance. The Assembly does hereby

authorize the acceptance of a grant from the Alaska State Division

of Forestry and agrees to comply with the applicable provisions.
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Section 3. Appropriation and Reappropriation source. The

Assembly hereby appropriates the amount of $9,000 from the Alaska
State Division of Forestry Volunteer Fire Assistance Grant Program
and reappropriates the amount of $1,000 from the Butte Fire Service
Area Fiscal Year 2017 Operating Budget fund 251, to project no.
20144, fund 405, for wildland/fire equipment and clothing.

Section 4. Effective date. This ordinance shall take

effect upon adoption.
